He seemed so youngé so strongé so 

healthy and yet was diagnosed with a large, 

malignant tumor of the spleen and under-

went surgery to remove it.  Recovery from 

that ordeal has gone very well.  Now we 

need to figure out what comes next. 
  

In all your prayers and well-wishes for Sam, 

one really struck home:  ñSam will do fine.  

I have a feeling that he still has work to do 

here.ò  Indeed he doesé as do all of us. 

  

Our early Epiphany readings from Paulôs 

first letter to the Corinthians, a lively and 

spirited Christian community of the first 

century, comment on the many gifts with 

which we are blessed and the many ways in 
which we might use them.  Taking note of 

Paulôs language leads me to reflect on all 

the work we have to do here at Emmanuel 

and in the world around us. 

  

Just a glance at the calendar of events in this 

issue and the notes below it show that we 

have a very busy facility to look after and 

maintain.  We each have a piece of that re-

sponsibility. 

 

eOur educational programs are thriving.  

Thanks to committed teachers, adult leaders 

and solid curriculum materials, our young-

est members from three years through con-

firmation age learn about God, Jesus and the 

Christian way of life.  They need and de-

serve our support. 

 

eThe Youth Group seems to have found a 

new purpose in service-oriented projects 

and bonding opportunities over serious top-

ics with other churches in the areas.  Our 

continued guidance and identification of 

new opportunities are essential to their for-

mation as young adults. 

 

eAdults of all ages have opportunities for 

weekly Bible study, exercise, fellowship, 

exploration of current events, communicat-

ing through words, pictures and song, spiri-

tual support, pastoral care, prayers, visita-

tion, reading the lessons, serving at the altar, 

serving at the front door or just serving be-
hind the scenes in any number of different 

capacities. 

 

eOnce a year, we get the chance to take 

our turn working the ñAntique Showò ï 

admissions, wine, appetizers, meals, moving 

furniture, making signs, selling raffle tick-

ets, negotiating with ñdealersò and publicity.  

Half of all the proceeds benefits local chari-
ties and the other half benefits the parish. 

 

eOnce a year, we get a chance to put on 

our running shoes and walk (or run) 5 kilo-

meters to benefit our global outreach part-

ners in the Diocese of Renk, Southern Su-

dan.  If you donôt like the physical exercise, 

then we need monitors at the various inter-

sections along the route, race timers, water 
bottle volunteers, fresh fruit providers and 

the like.     

 

eOnce a year, we get a chance to go 

through our closets and basements and con-

tribute items to the ñYard Saleò then sort 

and tag those ñpricelessò items, staff the 

tables and seek the best prices.  All proceeds 

go to help the church with special projects 

that otherwise might remain unfunded.

 eEvery week, we find opportunities to 

participate in local organizations that assist 
those less fortunate than we are by tutor-

ing, collecting and delivering food, provid-

ing a safe place to sleep and joining with 

friends and neighbors to volunteer for 

community events 

eAnd when a natural disaster strikes our 

brothers and sisters as it did in Haiti, then 

we are offered the challenge to look be-

yond our own strained budgets to contrib-
ute to both immediate relief and longer-

term rebuilding efforts in areas beyond the 

limits of our own village. 

 This is just a part of all the 

ñworkò we have to do ï day in and day 

out.  The season of Epiphany offers the 

chance for reflection on the new light that 

illumines our lives.  The season of Lent 

which begins this year on February 17, is a 

chance for us to examine our lives and see 

how ï as one member of the Body of 
Christ ï we can function in concert with 

and to the benefit of the other members of 

this one Body ï the world which God the 

Creator made and turned over to us as 

good stewards, the world for which Jesus 

the Christ died to redeem and the world in 

which the Holy Spirit continues to guide 

our path and decisions as we move for-

ward.
